The current commercial storefront is in definite need of an update to align with the ongoing revitalization
efforts in Bryan. Modernizing the space is essential to attract more visitors and enhance the overall appeal of
the area.

3. Project Impact:

a. Efficient use of dollars — What is the total cost of the project, including other improvements not
eligible for this grant program? What is the ratio of requested funding to total improvement cost?

The total estimated cost of the project is $110,000, which includes improvements not eligible under this
grant program. The requested funding represents approximately 35% of the total project cost.

We plan to open a women’s clothing store, offering luxury brand merchandise up to 85% off retail prices.
These types of stores typically operate in larger cities like New York and Dallas. We are projecting annual
sales of approximately $500,000, which would generate around $40,000 in sales tax revenue each year.

Yes, it's located on South Texas Avenue.

Since purchasing the property in December 2024, the building has remained vacant. Once renovations are
complete, we plan to hire 2—4 sales staff initially, along with a cleaning service and marketing personnel.

e. Improvement to dilapidated buildings and safety — What is the current state of the buildings
on the property? How will the proposed project increase building safety and overall property
condition?

We will be working with a licensed electrician, plumber, and contractor to ensure the building is brought
up to standard and well-maintained moving forward. We also plan to enhance the exterior by adding
additional lighting to both the building and the parking lot. The landscaping will be redone, removing
outdated flower beds and replacing them with clean, modern ones. Additionally, the current signage is
too large, so we will be replacing it with a smaller, more appropriately sized sign.

Our general contractor is currently coordinating with the City Building Department to ensure all
renovation plans are reviewed and approved by the city.

We plan to install new signage
and refresh the landscaping to enhance curb appeal. With the upcoming construction of the new Long
John Silver’s nearby, our updated building will contribute to a fresh, revitalized look for the community.

[LANDSCAPING NINJAS]
will not be responsible for under watered or over watered sod.

Warranty Information: New Sod is warranted against disease and non-rooting for a period of 30 days from the date of
installation. All warranty claims must be made within 30 days from the date of installation. New Sod will not be warranted
beyond 30 days. New sod will not be warranted against discoloration or wear patterns where pets are present.

New Seed Installations:

Warranty Information: New Seed is warranted against disease and non-germination for a period of 30 days from the date of
installation. All warranty claims must be made within 30 days from the date of installation. New Seed will not be warranted
beyond 30 days and/or where pets are present

In the event that rain or other “acts of God” cause seed to be washed away prior to germination, [LANDSCAPING NINJAS]
will re-seed the lawn for a charge of [$] per V4 acre.

Hardscapes
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(Retaining walls, Decks/Pergolas, Patios, Pathways, Walkways, Driveways, Stonework and other paved areas)

Warranty Information:

Hardscape materials constructed from precast aggregates will be warranted against labor defects for a period of (5) five
years and material defects for the life of the product.

Hardscape materials constructed from natural stone, timber or wood will be warranted against labor and material defects for
a period of (2) two years.

Retaining walls constructed from soil reinforced bags such as DeltalLok will be warranted against labor defects for a period of
(10) years and material defects for the life of the product.

[LANDSCAPING NINJAS] will choose appropriate stone and paver colors based on customer requests, however, customer
must elect to hand-select the exact stone or paver color, otherwise customer waives the right to refuse the product. All
product refused is subject to restocking charges, reordering charges, and any other labor and material charges related to the
delay of the project.

Annual/Perennial Flowers & Shrubs and Tree Installations:

[LANDSCAPING NINJAS] guarantees that all shrubs and trees installed are in healthy condition and are disease and pest
free.

[LANDSCAPING NINJAS] reserves the right to substitute annual and perennial flowers and shrubs for similar items based on
availability and season.

Warranty Information:

Shrubs and trees are warranted against disease only, for a period of (30) thirty days from the date of installation.

Annual Flowers are not warranted.

Transplanted Shrubs, Trees or Flowers are not warranted.

Leyland Cypress and Palm trees are not warranted.

All warranty claims must be made within the related warranty period from the date of installation.

Warranty covers disease only and excludes damage from pets, equipment, Under/Over Watering, Customer Negligence or
any other third party responsible for damage.

Weed Removal/Mulch and Bed Installation:

[LANDSCAPING NINJAS] may elect to spray all weeds and leave to die and decompose prior to mulch installation. Any grass
in beds will be sprayed and left to die and decompose.

Acceptable thickness of Mulch or Pine Straw is 3”. Additional thicknesses may be requested and installed for an additional
charge.

There is no warranty on mulch or pine straw installations.

Mulch and Pine Straw inherently contain a small percentage of weed seed that may germinate and cause weeds.
[LANDSCAPING NINJAS] will not be responsible for removing or killing of any such weeds. Weed removal and killing is
available at an additional charge.

When using weed barrier cloth weeds still may be able to get through on the sides where cloth meets hard edges. Weed
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barrier cloth is not 100% effective
Drainage warranty

Drainage systems of all kinds are warrantied for a period of three years.

Given there are no major changes to the property i.e. Landscape beds, patios, pools etc.

Drainage warranty is valid if there is no standing water 48 hours after rain fall.

Fencing warranties
